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Course Description:

Exploring Technology is an introductory course that allows students to familiarize themselves with business, technology, and various career opportunities.  The goal of this class is to provide students with a basic understanding of business through the use of hands-on projects, simulations, and technology.  Through interactive and computerized activities students will learn human relations, marketing, entrepreneurship, and personal finance skills. Students also build a solid foundation of skills through exposure to career development, communication skills, and leadership opportunities.
Course Length:

Exploring Technology is broken down into two 9-week courses.  Students enrolled in Exploring Technology with Ms. Shaffer the first 9 weeks of school are actually participating in Exploring Business.  At the end of the first nine week period (October 9, 2009) students will switch with Mr. Osowski’s Exploring Technology class and be enrolled in Exploring Technology for the remainder of the semester.  The class is called Exploring Technology because of the emphasis placed on Technology throughout the course.
